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State, county officials visit preschool �

State Assemblyman Jeff Miller along with Orange County District 
Attorney Tony Rackauckas met at the Robert Lange Preschool in Mission Viejo with other county 
officials and educators last Friday to discuss how early education can help reduce crime.  
 
The visit, meant to inform and discuss the effects of education in crime reduction, on behalf of Fight 
Crime: Invest in Kids, emphasized how early education, especially preschool has an impact on the 
behavioral growth of children.  
 
“Kids who do have a quality preschool do better in life,” Rackauckas said. “When they [children] get 
into these interactive classes and they start to do better, they get more self-esteem and are less  
dependent into looking into gangs for support.”  
 
While the preschool teaches students the needed academic skills, their focus is primarily based on                   
molding emotional intelligence and addressing early behavioral issues that can later impact a 
child’s social performance.  
 
This angle on education goes much further, even including the student’s parents into the overall 
equation, where an entire family can visit a psychologist funded by the program to address                     
behavioral and social problems, according to Pastor John Steward of Mount of Olives Church, 
where the preschool is located.  
 
But while early education of this level is available, only 32 percent of low-income 4-year-old                        
children from Miller’s district (District Assembly 71) are enrolled in preschool, according to Fight 
Crime: Invest in Kids – a problem both Miller and Rackauckas are trying to make others more 
aware of.  
 
“Preschool is not a cure-all, but it is something we all need to invest in,” said Cathy Weitstock of the                       
Orange County Department of Education. �
